Games held in Rome in
1960 were considered
to be the first official
Paralympic Games.

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1948 OLYMPICS

London was originally awarded the

1944 Olympic Games, but something

got in the way—World War II. The

Olympics were suspended in 1939

due to global hostilities and would

not be reinstated until the war was

over. Held in London, the 1948

Olympics have been called "the

Austerity Olympics" due to the 

harsh, post-war economy.

1908 OLYMPICS

The Games were originally

supposed to take place in

Rome. The eruption of
Mount Vesuvius in 1906,

near Naples, required Italy's

government to channel

funds earmarked for the

Olympics to clean up the

damage. The Games were

re-awarded to London.

Why no DB8?

To market their new 

vehicle to the public as 

a great leap forward from

the DB7 in terms of style

and design, Aston Martin

decided to skip the DB8

entirely and name their

new car the DB9.

The DB9
Ford invested in a new Aston Martin

plant in the tiny town of Gaydon in

Warwickshire, England. This would

be the company’s first purpose-built

factory, and it immediately began work

on the next generation of Aston Martins.

That first of these was the DB9. 

Ian Callum was again called on to 

design the body, producing a sleek,

wedge-like shape that sliced through

the air. Launched in 2003, the DB9

boasted a six-liter V12 engine capable 

of 470 hp. All of this produced a power-

ful car capable of a top speed of over

186 mph (300 km/h) and could go 

from 0–60 mph in 4.8 seconds. Even

with its high price tag, Aston Martin

could hardly keep up with demand 

for the DB9. 

Meanwhile, back
at Newport Pagnell
At its older plant, Aston Martin

continued to upgrade its line-up of

vehicles, introducing a high-powered

V12 car known as the Vanquish.
